On May 23rd, four individuals entered into a new phase of discipleship as they celebrated
their Confirmation. Please congratulate, support, and encourage Jensyn Bradley, Chelsea
Kinzel, Josie Smith, and Emily Tretyak while beginning this next leg of the earthly journey.

Little Saints Christian Preschool and Social Concerns partnered to support the Kids Against
Hunger drive held on May 8 ™. As a group, $3004.06 was raised. This number included a
$700 matching funds from Thrivent Financial for Lutherans and some very generous

fundraising by many of you. The money raised translated into the 11,000 meals that were
assembled. It was a true wonder to behold, watching around 90 disciples from as young

as 3 years old, assemble non  -perishable bags of nourishing food in under 2 hours.

Everyone noted that they wanted to do more! This food has an internat ional, national,

and local impact. A third of the meals went to Kenya. Another third went into the

national food reserves system. And the final third stays local, so far being given to

Community Sharing and Gleaners, feeding the hungry right here in Oak land/Livingston
counties.

All Saints participated in our first official Relay for Life held at the Hartland High School

track, May 15 th_16™. Our team, the All Saints Life Savers, handed out free life savers
candies and carried a “life saver” as a bato n, passing it from walker to walker, for a full 24
hours. We as a team raised over $3300, putting us at the third highest generating team

of the 24 teams registered. The event has brought in $48,000 to date, with donations

open until August 31 . Over 7 0 people contributed to this effort through walking, material
donations, and supply donations besides the generosity of the whole congregation

sponsoring those registered to walk. This was a true church wide event that was also a
community outreach. We k now that 2011 will bring even greater things and bring us this
much closer to BEATING CANCER ONCE AND FOR ALL.

The community at large will be honoring one of our own Saints who went to be with His
Heavenly Father in November 2009. WSU College of Engineer ing will be dedicating the
courtyard of the new Marvin Danto Engineering Building as the “Kummler Commons” in
memory of Dean Emeritus Dr. Ralph H. Kummler on Monday, June 7, 2010 at 1:00.

We had the honor of having Bishop Stephen Marsh join us in Word, Sacrament and
discussion on May 9 ™. He brought enthusiasm and the reminder that we are all “lame”

but each made whole and included thanks to our Lord and Savior, Jesus Christ. He also

shared the local Synod’s unified call to: Bear burdens; Build bridges : Break chains; and
Bring hope! The current primary areas of focus are: connecting to God, living and doing

justice, and equipping for Mission. Are you plugged in?

Since last August, we have consulted with you through special events such as reflecting on

the history of All Saints, opening minds and hearts to examine our norms, and now to look

at the vision and values God has pl anted here. The data gathered from these events, as
well as from conversations we have had with many of you individually, helps us to

understand ourselves better as a congregation, and to identify just how God is calling us

The Transition Team'’s final meeting was held on May 12, and took all the reports of the

Thoughts from our Council President

There are rumors swirling about our finances, and while | cannot necessarily put a happy
face on them | hope to clarify.

Rumor: we are going ou  t of business.

True or False: False -we are making strides on controlling our cash flow and have
negotiated a temporary mortgage reduction. Even were we to lose our building (and there
is no immanent danger of that!), AS would continue in a new location.

Rumor: the preschool is not a ministry of AS.

True or False: False -the preschool is a unique ministry of AS. Some of its issues and
problems are exactly like the problems of every other of our missions; due to their nature
as a business as well as a minist ry, some of their concerns are singular to them.

Rumor: all of our special funds have been spent.

True or False: True -late last year our finances reached such a nadir that there were no

other monies left to cover the essentials and fixed expenses, at whi ch time our bill payers
realized that borrowing from the special funds was preferable to being delinquent on our

mortgage or having our utilities shut off. The intention is however, to pay back these

specially raised funds as soon as we are more solvent, a nd then to restrict them so in a
future crisis they will not be used without soliciting congregational input.

Rumor: we cannot afford to call a pastor.
True or False: False -no doubt our financial situation will impact the seniority level of a
potential p astor, but it is not true that we have no funding for a pastor.

Rumor: fundraiser proceeds must go for the common good and into the common pot.
True or False: True, and | suggest you read the first few chapters of Acts to see how the
first Christians han  dled their monies. Our financial oversight committee is currently
working on a policy regarding funds raised for special purposes going forward, but the
“common pot” policy will stand until they do.

Rumor: there is no information being given about our fi nancial status.

True or False: False -the budget/expense items shown in the herald each week have
recently been expanded, and should give a broader picture, and a council officer or finance
team member will be orally giving you a monthly update for the fore seeable future.

Capital Campaign FAQ's

1. What is a Capital Campaign? This is a type of stewardship campaign aimed
specifically at paying our mortgage. Some other churches may have called this
either a building fund or a debt reduction drive.

2. Why are we doing this now? Our mortgage holder, “Mission Investment Fund”,

(MIF) is requiring All Saints to maintain a separate bank account with identifiable
deposits as a condition of our mor tgage.

3. Ithought MIF had granted us reduced terms on our mortgage? They have and we
have until approximately December to prove to them that we can improve our
financial position and remain a viable borrower. By funding a capital campaign
that covers our  mortgage, we may be able to negotiate longer term more
favorable conditions.

4. Inthe past | remember All Saints using an outside resource to conduct a
Stewardship Campaign. Will we be doing that this time? No. We explored
programs suggested by outside or ganizations. Once we understood that these
came with significant price tags our two teams, the Financial Oversight Committee
(FOC) and Managing a Christian Lifestyle (MCL), decided to organize a “home
grown” campaign

5. Didn’t we have a Building Fund years a go? Yes we did. A few years ago the funds
were blended.

6. What if I'm still putting part of my offering to the building fund on my current
envelope? Please continue to do so and prayerfully consider if it is possible to
increase your designated amount wit hout decreasing your other support.

7. What if | stopped showing that line item? Please begin to show that designated
amount again and prayerfully consider if it is possible to increase your designated
amount without decreasing your other support.

8. lwasn'ta tAll Saints when the building fund was implemented? We need you to
prayerfully consider if there is the possibility of identifying a designated amount
without decreasing your other support.

9. What are the next steps? In the coming weeks you will be hearin g temple talks
from members of our congregation, receiving e -mails and direct mail. Finally on
Sunday, June 20, you will be asked to commit to an amount that can be counted
on, week in and week out, and designated specifically to the “building fund” on
yo ur offering envelope.

10. If this is specifically for the building what about the rest of my giving? There is a
stewardship program scheduled for the fall to address our other giving that
supports operations, programs and salaries. Right now we need everyone to
continue to be faithful and timely in their giving and prayerfully consider
increasing their level.

If you have other questions please discuss them with any member of the MCL or FOC
teams.
